The Program Abstract is one page, and the rest of the narrative should not exceed ten pages. Please follow the format below:
I. Program abstract—provide a one-page single-spaced description of the program and include statistics indicating effectiveness. 
II. Program goals and purpose

III. Objectives of the program

IV. Target population

V. Description of the research-based strategies used in the program

VI. Choose a minimum of five of the effective strategies listed in the Program Award Criteria, and describe how they are used.
VII. Indicators of effectiveness—provide statistical information regarding the effectiveness of the program (e.g., improvement in the dropout rate, increased academic achievement, fewer discipline referrals, and/or improved attendance).
VIII. Evaluation—how the program is evaluated and when it was evaluated.

IX. Lessons learned—share what you have learned that may benefit others interested in establishing a similar program.
